General Museum Information
The Bob Bullock Texas State History Museum is designed to tell the story of Texas through multiple perspectives that is both educational and entertaining for all ages and interests. Our Museum is non-collecting meaning that our artifacts with the exception of a few, are on loan from other institutions. The artifacts are selected to support the exhibit themes and help tell the story of Texas.
There are three floors of exhibits in the Museum: 

1st floor: Encounters on the land. The exhibits on this floor show that the story of Texas is one of the people and the land. Thousands of native people lived here thousands of years before the arrival of the first Europeans. There were hundreds of different groups with a variety of languages, customs, and beliefs. Over time many different people continued to add to the story. How each responded to the land, and to each other, shaped the history of Texas. The Texas we know today is the sum of all of their encounters on the land.

2nd floor: Building the Lone Star Identity. This floor explores how many people and events shaped the Texan identity. It covers the story through major events from the 1820s to 1936. In that period of just over a century there is an amazing story of revolution, independence, Republic, brief statehood, separation and civil war, and finally new beginnings as once again a state in the United States.

3rd floor: Creating Opportunity. The exhibits on this floor show how Texas owes its history to the land and covers Texas from a rural agricultural society to 21st century technology. For centuries, people have seen Texas as a place of possibilities but have learned that the land does not easily give up its riches. Yet, Texans were challenged and inspired to create a land of opportunity.
